Albany Parks and Recreation

Sports Programs
City of Albany recreational sports programs are designed to provide a competitive, positive and fun environment for players and spectators.  To insure that we meet that goal, players are expected to abide by the following.

1. While it is recognized that no one is perfect and in the heat of competition players can sometimes become frustrated and act in ways they later regret, players are responsible for their own actions.  If you bully, throw the ball in anger, get in an official or staff members face or otherwise take inappropriate actions you can expect to face consequences including technical fouls, ejection, suspension and even possibly dismissal from the league. 

2. The standard for conduct will be the same or similar to conduct expected in OSAA and collegiate level games.  Any time behavior does not meet that standard, officials may use their discretion in penalizing the individual or the team(s) involved.

3. On the court or field, the official’s judgement stands.  The wise coach will intervene when there is a questionable call and approach the official in a way in which the coach or player would like to be approached.  Officials are instructed to, and willingly listen when approached.  Officials are not expected to tolerate verbal abuse, intimidation or similar sorts of inappropriate behavior. 

4. If a coach feels that there were genuine problems in the way that a game was officiated they may contact the sports coordinator who will take the following into consideration...
a. The problem and how it relates to rules (judgement calls are just that and will not be over ruled unless there are extenuating circumstances).

b. The effect the problem had on the outcome of the game. 

c. The way in which the problem was handled by the coach (did he or she approach it in regard to this code?)

5. We are a recreational league and strive to provide a competitive environment but bottom line we are there to have fun.  If a player remembers this, he or she will do well.
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
