Frequently Asked Questions
Futsal:
Futsal was created in Uruguay and was designed for the YMCA as a competitive indoor version of soccer. The emphasis for DDY’s Futsal program is on fun and keeping in shape over the winter months. Players are assigned to teams randomly, unless requested to be with a certain team. Coaches are typically parent volunteers. There are no practices for indoor soccer, just games. Everyone plays 50% of each game regardless of ability. Cost includes 6 week league play and t-shirt. 

What to bring to Games:

All players must wear tennis shoes and shin guards.  Tennis shoes should have non-marking soles.  Shin guards must be worn during play and socks must completely cover the shin guards.  Please leave all jewelry at home.  A t-shirt will be provided at the first game for all players.  Players may wear their own shorts or sweat pants.
Divisions of Indoor Soccer 

(Age is determined as of Aug. 1st, 2011)
U6 (4 & 5 year olds) - All games are held at the Friend’s School on Saturday late mornings and early afternoons approximately between 12:15 pm and 2:30 pm. Teams are coed with 6-7 players.  Teams will field three players at a time, with no goal keepers.  They will play two 15 minute halves with a 5 minute half time. There will be no referees for this age group.
U8 (6 & 7 year olds) - All games are held at the Friend’s School on Saturday mornings approximately between 8:30 am and 12:15 pm. Teams are coed with 7-8 players.  Teams will field four players at a time, with no goal keepers.  They will play two 20 minute halves with a 5 minute half time. There will be no referees for this age group
U10 (8 & 9 year olds) - All games are held at Samuel L. Jones Boys & Girls Club on Saturdays  afternoons approximately between 1:00 pm and 5:45 pm. Teams are coed with 8-10 players.  Teams will field five players at a time, four players and a goal keeper.  They will play two 20 minute halves with a 5 minute half time.

U12 (10 & 11 year olds) - All games are held at Samuel L. Jones Boys & Girls Club on Saturday mornings, approximately between 8:30 am and 1:00 pm.  Teams are coed with 8-10 players. Teams will field five players at a time, four players and a goal keeper.  They will play two 20 minute halves with a 5 minute half time.

U14 (12 & 13 year olds) & U18 (14 - 17 year olds) - All games are held at the Decatur-DeKalb YMCA on Sunday afternoons & early evening. (2:00 pm – 8:00 pm) Teams are coed with 8-10 players.  Teams will field five players at a time, four players and a goal keeper.  They will play two 25 minute halves with a 5 minute half time.

Season Timeline:

Season will include six weeks of games.  Games will start the weekend of January 7, 2012 and will end the weekend of February 11, 2012. 

Season Meetings:

A Parent information meeting will be held on Thursday, January 5, 2012 at 7:00pm at the YMCA.  A Coach’s meeting will be held on Wednesday, January 4, 2012 at 7:00pm at the YMCA.  The coach’s meeting is mandatory, but parent’s meeting is optional.  If your child is playing indoor soccer for the first time it is recommended that you attend the parent’s meeting.

· From the YMCA take a right onto Clairemont Ave.

· At the first light turn right onto Scott Blvd and proceed approximately one mile.

· After Scott Blvd. merges with Ponce De Leon Ave, go about another ½ mile.

· Take a left onto East Lake Rd, which turns into East Lake Drive.

· Go about 1 mile, you will pass Ridgecrest Drive, then proceed under the railroad tracks and go through the intersection of East Lake Drive and Park Place.

· After passing Park Place the Boys & Girls Club will be on your left.

· From the Decatur-DeKalb YMCA turn right onto Clairemont Ave. and go about 1 mile to the intersection of Clairemont & Commerce. 

· Turn left onto Commerce Dr. 

· Continue on Commerce about 1 mile and you will go under the railroad underpass and through a traffic light. (Intersection of College & Commerce).

· After passing through the light you will now be on South Columbia Dr.  (This was formerly Commerce).  Continue about a mile and you will see the Friend’s school on the left just pass United Methodist Children’s Home and across the street form the Waldorf School.  

· The gym is located around back of the school.  Follow the parking lot all the way to the back and the gym is the free standing building behind the school.
