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I.  LEAGUE ORGANIZATION
A. The governing body of this league is the Gwinnett County Parks and Recreation Division.


B. U.S.V.B.A. rules will govern league play except where superseded by the following rules and regulations.


II. MATCHES (3 games are considered a match)

A.  Matches will start at the scheduled time.

1.   A ten minute grace period is allowed for the 1st game of the match.  An additional five-minute grace period is allowed for the 2nd game; another five-minute grace period is allowed for the 3rd game. If at the end of a grace period a team is unable to meet the minimum number of players required, the game will be forfeited.

2.   The gym manager’s watch will be used to determine forfeits.


3. Teams will not be allowed to swap match times or days.

      B.  Teams will play with a maximum of six (6) players and a minimum of four  

            (4) players. If a team fails to place 4 players on the court by game time  

            that team shall forfeit the game. If neither team can place 4 players on the 
            court at game time the game will be considered a double-forfeit. 

 Co-ed:  If playing with 4, the players must consist of 2 women/2 men or 3 
            women/I man. 
C.  A coin toss will determine choice of serve and court for the 1st game.  The  

      loser of the 1st game will serve to start the 2nd game.  A coin toss will  

      determine choice of serve and court for the 3rd game.


D.  In league play all three games of the match will be played as time allows 
      and each game counts in the league standings.


E. Each match is limited to one (1) hour. Once your team is called on to the court the one-hour time limit begins. The warm-up period is included in the one hour.

F.  Scoring


          1.  Rally points will be played throughout the match.  A team wins the   

          game when it scores 25 points with a two-point advantage (27 point 
          maximum). If the 2nd or 3rd game has not ended at the 1 hour time limit and 
          the score is tied, next point will determine winner. If the 3rd game has 
          not started at the 1 hour time limit, the game will be played to 6 points, win 
          by 1 point.
2. Tournament play:  No time limit.  Each match is the best of 3 games

If a 3rd game is played, first team to reach 25 will be the winner (win by 1).

G.  In the event a team can only field 4 players, all players can attack except 
      for the server or the player who just served.


H.  No team will be allowed a timeout the last 10 minutes of the match.  An
      official may call an injury time out at any point during the match.
I. Seeding for the end-of-season tournament will be decided on the regular

      season record.  Ties in record will be decided by:  (1) head-to-head
      competition, (2) highest point spread based on games among teams 
      involved and (3) games played against the highest ranked common team.

III. CONDUCT OF PLAYERS, COACHES, SPECTATORS, ETC.

       A.  The team manager/captain is the only person authorized to discuss rule 
             interpretations or disputed calls with the game official.

       B.  Each team is responsible for the conduct of its players and spectators.  A 
            team may be reprimanded, put on probation, suspended or face 
            expulsion for any unsportsmanlike conduct by players, coaches or 
            spectators.
              

C.  Profanity, unsportsmanlike conduct, verbal or physical abuse will not be
     tolerated. Players or managers who are found guilty will be suspended 
     from the remainder of the match and the next scheduled match. In 
     addition these players or managers may be suspended for additional 

     matches put on probation or face expulsion from the program they are 
     participating in and other Gwinnett County Parks and Recreation  

     programs.
        D.  Any manager, player or spectator who so much as touches a game
             official or league official in anger or threatens to do bodily harm will be 
             subject to disciplinary action that may include suspension or expulsion 
             from the program.
        E.  NO SMOKING, CHEWING TOBACCO, CHEWING GUM OR EATING IN 
        THE GYM. WATER IN A CLOSED CONTAINER IS ALLOWED.  NO 
        ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES.

   F.  An official or gym manager may request any team manager, player or 
        spectator to leave the premises.  Failure to do so may result in 

        suspension and/or forfeiture of the match.   

            
IV. PROTEST

   A.  A protest will not be allowed on any judgment call.

   B.  If a protest concerning misinterpretation of playing rules is to be 
          made, the following procedure should be followed:

         1. Manager calls time and notifies the official.  The protest must be 
          made at point of infraction and prior to the next serve.

         2. Submit a written protest with the required $100.00 protest fee to the
         Gwinnett County Parks and Recreation adult athletic office within 24 
         hours (excluding weekends).

         3. Each protest must outline the events as they happened and must 
         cite specific rule, section, and sub-section to have the protest heard.

   C.  Protest on player eligibility must be made to the game official and 
         gym manager while the player in question is participating in the game. 
         After the official and gym manager are notified and the protesting team 
         has paid the $100.00 protest fee, play will resume and the player in 
         question must submit proper identification (see list of proper 
         identification) to official prior to the start of the next scheduled game or 
         within 15 minutes of the conclusion of the present game, which ever 
         comes first.

   D.  If the protest is upheld, the protest fee will be returned.  If the protest is 
         not upheld, the protest fee will be forfeited.


   E.  Gwinnett County Parks and Recreation reserves the right to forfeit 
         games when it discovers the use of ineligible players. This may be done 
         with or without the benefit of a protest.


V.   PLAYER ELIGIBILITY

       A.  Players must be 18 years of age before September 1 of the current year to be eligible to play in Gwinnett County Parks and Recreation leagues.

       B.  Each team must have a roster on file with the league manager.  All players are ineligible until the roster has been submitted.

       C.  A roster consisting of a minimum of six (6) players and a maximum of twelve (12) players must be submitted to the league manager prior to the team’s first match.  Eighty (80) percent of a team’s roster must live or work in Gwinnett County or an extra charge will be added to the registration fee.

        D.  New players may be added to a team’s roster prior to the team’s seventh (7th) scheduled match of the season.

        E.  A player wishing to be released from their present team to play for another team must obtain a drop/add form from the league manager:

             1. List the player’s full name, address, phone number, signature.

             2.  Both the releasing and adding team managers must sign the form.

             3.  Submit completed form to league manager.

        F.  High school and college students who play on an organized school team are not eligible to participate in Gwinnett County Parks and Recreation programs until the conclusion of the high school or college season.

VI.   PROPER IDENTIFICATION

        A.  Birth certificate, certified abstracts of birth, hospital records, notification of birth, notification of registration, certificate of registration, regulation military identification cards, government ID from U.S. Department of Immigration, passports, adoption records, notarized Correctional Institution records or clearly processed and readable copies of such will be considered and referred to as acceptable birth records for GRPA competition.
             
             1.  Driver’s license or learner’s permit from any state will be acceptable as long as the birth date appears on the license or permit.

             2.  If a name change is involved which is different from the acceptable birth records, a copy of the court order granting the name change must also be presented. An official written statement notarized by a notary public and approved by a signature from a parent or guardian may be substituted if a copy of the court order cannot be obtained. Such a court order copy or an official notarized statement shall not be considered as acceptable birth records but only as evidence the acceptable birth record presented is the true and accurate birth certificate, certified abstract of birth, hospital records, military identification or copy of such, etc.
