RULE I  ELIGIBLE SPONSORS


A.  Must be Stratford sponsored as approved by all team managers.

RULE II ELIGIBLE TEAMS


A.  Residents of the Town of Stratford

B. Non-residents not to exceed four (4) as approved by all team managers. Non-residents may not be added after initial roster.  Non-residents must pay a $10 fee to play in the league.  Teams sponsored by a Stratford company may have more than 4 non-residents but they must work for that company.

Non-residents must wear team shirt to enter the park.  Without each non-resident car will be charged $20 each time.

C.  Resident players may be added to a team roster up to and including the sixth game played. The league supervisor must approve these players.

D. Players in this A.S.A. League must play with their Stratford Team for A.S.A. State Tournament play which includes Sectional Tournaments.  Teams that compete in a National Qualifier have their rosters frozen (can add 2 players).

E.  Players violating Section D will be dropped from this league, and their team will FORFEIT all games in which the offending player participated.

F.  State Tournament dates and further information listed on connecticutasa.com.

RULE III GAME REGULATIONS


A.  Starting time - 6:15 p.m. at all fields.  Warm-up ends at 6:05 p.m.

1. Teams not having nine (9) men ready to play by 6:15 p.m. must forfeit the game to their opponents and the umpires will be released.  Team may start with 9 players but the 10th spot in the batting line up is an out.
2.   A tenth player added to a line-up after the game has started must be placed in        the tenth batting position. 

3.   A team starting a game with 10 players may finish the game with 9 players if a player is removed from the line-up because of injury, or is disqualified from the game.

B. Each team must present the umpire with one new official league ball before game time (Optic Yellow, .520 Core, Compression 300). If in the umpires’ opinion a third ball is needed, the home team shall furnish it. Bats are provided.

C. Bases are set at 70 ft.
d. Each team is allowed to declare at the beginning of the game, that a player will have a courtesy runner.  The runner can be anyone on the team.  In addition, there can be 1 courtesy runner per inning, which is the last out, for any player who is injured during the game.  

e.
Extra player rule is optional.  A team using an extra player must make it known at the plate while going over ground rules before the game with the umpires.  He may bat in any position 1-11. A team may bat 12 players as long as the opposing team is notified. The player batting in the 12th position is a DP only and not a EP. The EP can only be used in the lineup in the 1 – 11 order, not the 12th.
f.  POSTPONED GAMES - If rain during game days results in postponement of games, a decision shall be made by 4:30 p.m. and announced on WICC. Only Managers or designated assistant when in doubt are requested to call the Recreation Department 385-4129 or check the website:  www.quickscores.com/stratford

g.  All postponed games shall be played immediately after the termination of the schedule. These games shall be played in the order of their postponement on the first available date.

h. All postponed games, and play-off games must be played on the date designated by the league supervisor.  Each team will play every other team in the league twice.  All suspended games ending in a tie will not be replayed, but will reflect a tie in the teams record.

i. In case of a tie for any position where a league championship or State A.S.A. representation is involved, a 1 game playoff will decide.

           j. All teams vying for a spot in the A.S.A. State Tournament will be registered ‘D’.

           k. Run rule- ASA rule 20 after 3 innings, 15 after 4 and 10 after 5
           l. When games are played between a designated “D” team and a designated 

               “UNCLASSIFIED” team, those games will NOT COUNT in the “D” team’s record for

     the purpose of qualifying for the “D” state sectionals, but will qualify for overall league standings.  

m. There will be only 2 HOMERUNS.  Home Runs after the previous 2 hit over the fence are outs.

n. Batter start off with a 1-1 count with NO foul ball.

RULE IV PLAYER REGULATIONS


A. Each player must have a softball jersey of his team’s choice.  However, each team should make an effort to obtain caps and regulation pants. The teams representing the league in the State A.S.A. Tournament must have complete game uniforms. Metal Cleats are strictly prohibited from league play and refusal to comply will be ejected from the game.
B. Managers, coaches, and players shall conduct themselves as gentlemen at all times and any serious violation of this rule shall result in suspension from league play for part of, or all of the remaining season.  

C. EJECTION RULE - If a player is ejected from the ballgame, he is not eligible to play in the next game.

1. PROFANITY RULE - a player using profane language, which the umpire hears,

shall cause the next hitter on offense to be called out.  If it is a defensive player using profane language, the first batter in their lineup will be declared out.  If a runner uses profane language, the next batter will be declared out.

2.   There shall be no smoking by players, managers or coaches on the playing field or in the coaching boxes.

3.   There shall be no drinking of alcoholic beverages by anyone connected with the team within the confines of the ballpark.


   4.   Placing hands or pushing an umpire shall be penalized by immediate suspension 
   from the league.

5.   Swearing at or using abusive language to an umpire shall be penalized by     suspension from the game and immediate removal from the confines of the playing field. Refusal to leave means suspension for the balance of the season and automatic forfeit.

D.    Protest and Disciplinary Committee:  A committee will be assembled to hear all protests and handle all disciplinary actions as needed. 

RULE V ENTRANCE, FORFEIT, AND A.S.A. DUES

A. Each team must pay $100 of the entrance fee and a $52.00 forfeit fee by April 15.  The balance of fee for $825 is to be paid by May 6. Checks should be made out to the Town of Stratford.  Please submit 2 separate checks. Deliver them to the Recreation Department at Birdseye Complex, 468 Birdseye Street.  Games begin May 9.  
A team forfeiting two games because of lack of players or by retiring from the     league of its own accord shall lose its forfeit fee. A team forfeiting three games shall be automatically dropped from the league, and forfeit the entrance fee.

RULE VI PROTESTS


A.  Only protests involving player eligibility and misinterpretation of game rules by an umpire shall be considered.

1.  Protesting teams must file all protests to the league supervisor in writing within 24 hours of the termination of the protested game and a $50.00 fee must accompany the protest.




a.  This fee shall be returned if the protest is awarded.




b.  If the protest is rejected the fee shall go into the league treasury.

2.  A manager or player protesting the eligibility of a player on any team must file the protest in writing to the game scorer before the start of the game in which the ineligible player is involved.  The opposing manager should also be informed of the protest. A player’s eligibility also may be protested if he is inserted into the line-up after the game has started.

LEAGUE 2009 RULES AND REGULATIONS

RULE I  ELIGIBLE SPONSORS


A.  Must be Stratford sponsored as approved by all team managers.

RULE II ELIGIBLE TEAMS


A.  Residents of the Town of Stratford

B. Non-residents not to exceed four (4) as approved by all team managers. Non-residents may not be added after initial roster.  Non-residents must pay a $10 fee to play in the league.  Teams sponsored by a Stratford company may have more than 4 non-residents but they must work for that company.

      Non-residents must buy a sports pass for $10 to enter the park.  Without this pass, each non-resident car will be charged $5 each time.


C.  Resident players may be added to a team roster up to and including the sixth game played. The league supervisor must approve these players.

RULE III GAME REGULATIONS


A.  Starting time - 6:15 p.m. at all fields.  Warm-up ends at 6:05 p.m.

1. Teams not having nine (9) men ready to play by 6:15 p.m. must forfeit the game to their opponents and the umpires will be released.

2.   A tenth player added to a line-up after the game has started must be placed in        the tenth batting position. 


   3.   A team starting a game with 10 players may finish the game with 9 players if a 
   player is removed from the line-up because of injury, or is disqualified from the game.


B.  Each team must present the umpire with one new official league ball before game time (Gold Stitch 44 Core, Compression 375). If in the umpires’ opinion a third ball is needed, the home team shall furnish it. Bats must be on the ASA Approved Bat List at www.softball.org.
C. There will be 1 courtesy runner per inning, which is the last out in the previous inning.  A manager may request a courtesy runner for an obviously injured player hurt during the game.  The opposing team may refuse the request.  The runner must be the last out in the previous inning.

D.
Extra player rule is optional.  A team using an extra player must make it known at the plate while going over ground rules before the game with the umpires.  He may bat in any position 1-11. A team may bat 12 players as long as the opposing team is notified. The player batting in the 12th position is a DP only and not a EP. The EP can only be used in the lineup in the 1 – 11 order, not the 12th .

E.  POSTPONED GAMES - If rain during game days results in postponement of games, a decision shall be made by 4:00 p.m. and announced on WICC. Only Managers or designated assistant when in doubt are requested to call the Recreation Department 385-4129 or check the website:  www.quickscores.com/stratford
