The schedule is published WEDNESDAY of every week.  Any scheduling requests, deadline to notify is ​TUESDAY NIGHT so arrangements can be made in a timely manner. After schedule is published, THERE IS NO CHANGES TO THE SCHEDULE. If you can't make your game, IT IS A FORFEIT. SCHEDULE REQUESTS ARE NOT GUARANTEED.
I. LEAGUE FEES 
League fee is $450. Fee covers sign-up fee and all ref fees for games.  Deposit of $150 must be made before game 1 and balance must be cleared by week 3. Game by game payment options are available. Contact Eddie for more info on this option. 
NO REFUNDS WILL BE ISSUED UNLESS TERMINATION OF PROGRAM BY EP BEARS BASKETBALL. 
II. LEAGUE SET-UP 
League will be 7 regular season games, plus one playoff game guaranteed.  Playoffs are single elimination.  
Awards
1st and 2nd place receive awards. 
III. RULES 
Basketball League will be conducted under the 2022-2023 National High School Federation Rules, except in those cases which conflict with the following, at which time the rules stated herein will take precedence. 
1. Standings for playoffs will be determined by 1. Win Percentage 2. Number of Game Won 3. Head-to-Head Match-Up 4. Average Point Differential (APD) 5. Average Points Allowed (APA) 
2. Two 18-minute halves for divisions 3rd grade and up. Clock will stop in the last minute of the first half and the last two minutes of the second half.   Two 15-minute halves for grades 2nd and below.  Clock will stop on the last 2 minutes of the second half.  Clock will not stop if there is a 15-point difference or higher.  
3. 3rd grade plays on 9.5 ft goals. 
4. Two time-outs per half. Time-outs do not carry over. One time-out for every over-time period. 
5. Ten seconds to cross half court 
6. 5 second rule is enforced on closely guarded defense. 
7. Full Court Press is defined as any defensive player making an attempt to defend in the backcourt on the ball or opponent. Press stops at 15pt lead. 1st and 2nd offense are a warning, 3rd and 4th is a technical foul and 5th is forfeit of the game. 
8. Any game official or staff can and will stop the game if deemed necessary for any reason specially for safety purposes. If a player, coach, or fan is ejected from the game, they have 1 minute to leave the premises. Failure to do so will result in forfeit of the game for offending team. 
9. . Player must play at least 3 regular season games to be eligible for play-offs. 
10. IF A FAN GETS EJECTED, THEY WILL NOT GET THEIR SPECTATOR FEE BACK. 
11. Home team will wear light color and will seat on the right hand of the scorekeeper. Away team will wear dark color. 
III. ​Coaching staff 
· ● Only two coaches per team. The coach and the assistant coach listed on the roster are the only ones allowed on the bench. Only one coach standing at a time. ​ONLY COACHES LISTED AT THE ROSTER CAN COME IN TO THE GYM FOR FREE. EVERYONE ELSE HAS TO PAY THE SPECTATOR FEE. 
· ● WE DO NOT GIVE DISCOUNTS OF ANY KIND FOR SPECTATORS (SENIOR, MILITARY ETC.) 
· ● If any coach receives a technical foul during the game, both coaches will have to sit down for the remainder of the game. Failure to do so will result in a second technical and ejection from the game. 
· ● Coaches will be held responsible for the actions of their players, assistant coaches, parents and spectators. A parent/spectator is subject to the same penalties as coaches and players. Relatives and/or friends of players are to bring up their concerns to the head coach and then the coach can speak to our staff. 
· ● Parents cannot come in the court at any point to say anything to an official. This action could lead to suspensions. 
· ● Coaches: Parents mirror your behavior. Make sure you set a good example for your players and parents. Our number one priority as a league is your kids’ safety. We will never put your kid in a bad situation, but basketball is a contact and physical sport. 
· ● If a parent gets ejected from a game, their kid could face a suspension of one game. It is to the league director’s discretion to decide the suspension. Repeated offenses of a parent or team could result in a team being kicked off the league. 
VI. ​Game officials/Scorekeeper 
· ● Scorekeepers are to also check in players ID and to make sure they are present for the game and entered the game which is a requirement to get credit towards the minimum amount of games that are needed to play to be eligible for playoffs. 
IV. ​Player eligibility 
· ● A player can only play in one team per division. 
· ● A player can switch teams if they only played one game with another team. 2 games played or more, cannot switch teams anymore.  
· ● A player must play 3 regular season games to be eligible for playoffs. 
· Eligibility is based on grade level.  
· Girls are allowed to play down one grade level.
X. ​Protest 
· ● Protests may be filed by the coach only on player eligibility. Protest must be filed within 24 hours of scheduled game time along with $100 protest fee, with fee being returned upon a successful protest. A failed protest will result in forfeiture of $100 fee. 
· ● During the playoffs protest must be made before the game is to begin. Decision rendered will be final. No appeals will be accepted. Coaches must realize any infraction of eligibility rules in playoffs results in a forfeiture of game regardless of result.
