Main Point
God loves you and wants to have a relationship with you!
Sports
· Ask the kids can they think of an athlete that they have seen that is stubborn?
· What did the athlete do that made them think that?
Life
· What does it mean to be hard hearted?
· Explain what it means to be hard hearted and how we can avoid hardening our heart in our daily life.
· Ask the students to tell a story of a time when they have been hard hearted.
Application Verse
“So Moses and Aaron went to Pharaoh and did what the Lordhad commanded them. Aaron threw down his staff before Pharaoh and his officials, and it became a serpent! 11 Then Pharaoh called in his own wise men and sorcerers, and these Egyptian magicians did the same thing with their magic. 12 They threw down their staffs, which also became serpents! But then Aaron’s staff swallowed up their staffs. 13 Pharaoh’s heart, however, remained hard. He still refused to listen, just as the Lord had predicted.”
· Moses performed a miracle with his staff to show the power of the lord.
· even through this pharoah did not want to listen to the lord about letting his people go.
· When we do not listen to our parents or teachers sometimes we can have a hard heart.
· In a similar way, when we do not listen to the lord we can have a hard heart.
· Explain how some of them may know the lord and have a relationship with him, but some of you don’t want to listen to what he is trying to tell you.
· Explain how God wants to have a relationship with the students.
Pray 
· Pray that the lord would soften the kids hearts. 
· Pray that they would understand more about who God is and how much he loves them. 
· Pray that anyone that is lost would be saved.
· Pray over the season.
· Pray over the kids and their families.
