Main Point

Life

· What are some things people are called to in everyday life?
· How can we be like Moses and be bold to do what God has told us to do?
· Share your specific testimony on how God has called you in your life.
Application Verse
 9 Look! The cry of the people of Israel has reached me, and I have seen how harshly the Egyptians abuse them. 10 Now go, for I am sending you to Pharaoh. You must lead my people Israel out of Egypt.”
· Moses was afraid of Gods calling on his life and was not confident in what the lord had told him to do 
· Moses assumed that God was looking for a skilled and courageous person. Moses was actually not qualified to do the job
· The reason God chose Moses was to equip him to do his good work.
Pray 
· Pray for your players to understand what Gods call on their life is
· Pray that they would understand more about who God is and how much he loves them. 
· Pray that Gods specific plan would be revealed to them through prayer and his word
· Pray for the season and that someone would come to know the lord.
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
