 
I-  Substitutions are allowed for players in the 7-8 year old basketball leagues.

     The following rules will apply for substituting players: 

a.  All five players who begin the 1st and 3rd quarters of the game must 

     remain in the game for that entire quarter, except for injuries. 

b.  Players not starting the 1st quarter and 3rd quarter must be put into 

                    the game in the 2nd and 4th quarters and must play that entire quarter, 

     except for injuries. 

EXAMPLE: 

1st Quarter - Team has eight players.   Coach starts players 1, 2, 3, 4 & 5;

players 6-8 on the bench.  Players 1 - 5 must play the entire 1st quarter. 

2nd Quarter - Coach puts players 6, 7, 8, 1, 2 in to start 2nd quarter.  Coach

must let players 6-8 play the entire 2nd period, but may sub players 

3, 4, & 5 in for players 1 & 2 in the 2nd period. 

3rd Quarter - Coach starts players 6, 7, 8, 3, 4 for 3rd period, players 1, 2, &

5 are on the bench.   These players must play the entire 3rd period, 

with no substitutions. 
4th Quarter - Coach starts players 1, 2, 3, 4, 5.  Players 1, 2, & 5 must play 

the entire 4th quarter, but subs may be made for players 3 & 4 by 

players 6, 7, or 8.
