2. Website for Schedules

· Schedules are available at: www.quickscores.com/ddymca
· Schedules are “live” and can change during the season.  All changes will be highlighted in yellow and coaches will be notified.

· To view just your team’s schedule, click on the age group, and then click on the specific team.  Just your team’s full schedule will appear with Coach’s name and information.
· Other information for the season will also be posted at this website including rules and parent handouts.
3. Coaches

· All YMCA soccer coaches are volunteers.  All coaches are required to pass a criminal background check in order to coach for the YMCA.

· All coaches are volunteers so please help them by notifying them if your child can not attend a game or will be late to a game.

4. What to bring to games
· All players are required to wear shin guards and non-marking tennis shoes.  
· Shin guards must be worn during play and socks must completely cover the shin guards. 
· No jewelry is allowed to be worn during the game, so please leave at home so it doesn’t get lost.

· A t-shirt will be provided, but players must wear their own shorts or sweat pants.

· Water fountains are available at all locations so players do not need to bring sport drinks. 
· Games will need to start exactly on-time as schedules are very tight.  Please have your children at the games plenty of time before the start time so they will be ready to take the floor as soon as the game before finishes. 
5. Uniforms

· All players will be issued a t-shirt for the uniform.  Teams will be different colors.  Coaches will be issued a matching t-shirt.  We will issue t-shirts at the first game, so all players need to arrive at least 10-15 minutes prior to the start of the game.
6. Age Divisions (Age groups are determined as of August 1, 2011)

· U6 (4 & 5 year olds) - All games will be held at the Friend’s School on Saturday mornings approximately between 12:30 pm and 2:30 pm. Teams are coed with 6-7 players.  Teams will field three players at a time, with no goal keepers.  They will play two 15 minute halves with a 3-5 minute half time. There will be no referees for this age group.
· U8 (6 & 7 year olds) - All games are held at Friend’s School on Saturday mornings approximately between 8:30 am and 11:30 am. Teams are coed with 7-8 players.  Teams will field four players at a time, with no goal keepers.  They will play two 20 minute halves with a 3-5 minute half time. There will be no referees for this age group.
· U10 (8 & 9 year olds) - All games are held at Samuel L. Jones Boys & Girls Club on Saturdays afternoons between 1:00 pm and 5:30 pm. Teams are coed with 9-10 players.  Teams will field five players at a time, four players and a goal keeper.  They will play two 20 minute halves with a 3-5 minute half-time.
· U12 (10 & 11 year olds) - All games are held at Samuel L. Jones Boys & Girls Club on Saturday mornings between 8:30 am and 1:00 pm.  Teams are coed with 9-10 players. Teams will field five players at a time, four players and a goal keeper.  They will play two 20 minute halves with a 3-5 minute half-time.
· U14 (12 & 13 year olds), U16 & U18 (14-17 year olds) - All games are held at the Decatur-DeKalb YMCA on Sunday afternoons & early evening. (1:00 pm – 8:00 pm) Teams are coed with 8-9 players.  Teams will field five players at a time, four players and a goal keeper.  They will play two 25 minute halves with a 3-5 minute half-time.
7. Gym rules & policies
· Samuel L. Jones Boys & Girls Club

· Please park in designated parking areas only.  If lot is full then please park next door at the park.

· No food or drinks in the gym.  If you provide a snack for the team after the game, please do so out in the hallway.

· Please do not go into areas other than the gym and rest rooms.  The Boys & Girls club is closed during the games and we may only use the gym area.

· If you arrive or leave during a game, please make sure the gym door is closed.

· Spectators need to stay in the bleacher area so to not interfere with any games.

· No food or drinks in the gym.  If you provide a snack for the team after the game, please do so out in the room by the entrance way.

· Spectators need to stay in the bleacher area so to not interfere with any games. 

· Decatur-DeKalb YMCA

· Spectators need to stay in the bleacher area so to not interfere with any games.
· Food is not allowed in the gym, only drinks.

· Restrooms are available for use in the Boys & Girls Locker rooms.

· Please do not go into any other areas of the YMCA facility.  If you are found to be in an area not associated with Indoor Soccer you may be asked to leave the facility.

· At the first light turn right onto Scott Blvd and proceed approximately one mile.

· After Scott Blvd. merges with Ponce De Leon Ave, go about another ½ mile.

· Take a left onto East Lake Rd, which turns into East Lake Drive.

· Go about 1 mile, you will pass Ridgecrest Drive, then proceed under the railroad tracks and go through the intersection of East Lake Drive and Park Place.

· After passing Park Place the Boys & Girls Club will be on your left.

· From the Decatur-DeKalb YMCA turn right onto Clairemont Ave. and go about 1 mile to the intersection of Clairemont & Commerce. 

· Turn left onto Commerce Dr. 

· Continue on Commerce about 1 mile and you will go under the railroad underpass and through a traffic light. (Intersection of College & Commerce).

· After passing through the light you will now be on South Columbia Dr.  (This was formerly Commerce).  Continue about a mile and you will see the Friend’s school on the left just pass United Methodist Children’s Home and across the street form the Waldorf School.  
· The gym is located around back of the school.  Follow the parking lot all the way to the back and the gym is the free standing building behind the school.
