Q.  Where can I register for the basketball league?

operation.

Q. How much is registration?

    $100 per player  Non-Residents 
 

Regular Registration (November 1 – December 6) 
$100 per player   DeSoto/Glenn Heights Residents 

    $120 per player  Non-Residents 
 
Q. When will I be contacted regarding my child(s) practice? 

A. Your child will be assigned to a team and contacted by a coach once the practice time and day has been 

selected.  

 

Q:  How do I know when my first practice is?  Are practices scheduled by the League? 

A:  All practice locations and times are scheduled by the League.  Your coach will make you aware of your 

first practice when he/she contacts you to introduce themselves.  After that, he/she will provide you with a 

practice schedule. 

 

Q. What if I have registered and a coach has not contacted me?

Q. What days are practices? 

A. Monday/Wednesday or Tuesday/Thursday 

 

Q. What times are practices?  

A. 6:15pm-7:15pm, 7:15pm-8:15pm, 8:15pm-9:15pm 

 

Q:  How often do we practice?  How long is practice? 

A:  Teams generally practice two nights per week for one hour each practice. 

 



Q. Where do practices take place? 

A. DeSoto Recreation Center, Cockrell Hill Elementary, Moates Elementary, Ruby Young Elementary, the 

Meadows, East Middle School, and Woodridge.  

 

Q:  How long is the season? 

A:  Teams start practicing in late Nov.  Games Start the first Sat in January and go through the last Sat in 

February finishing with a single elimination tournament.  No practice or games over break.   

 

Q. When is the first game? 

A. Saturday, January 11, 2025 

 

Q: What days and times are the games? 

A: All games are played on Saturdays with exception to the tournament, some games may be played on a 

weeknight. Saturday game time may vary from 8:00 am to 8:00 pm.   

 

Q. Where will games be played? 

A. Games will be played at DeSoto Recreation Center, McCowan Middle School, DeSoto West Middle School, 

and DeSoto East Middle School. However, some games may be played in Cedar Hill or Duncanville if City 

decides to interlock in order to have enough teams in a division.
