Waiver of Liability Form
Assumption of the Risk and Waiver of Liability Relating to Coronavirus/COVID-19
The novel coronavirus (“COVID-19”) has been declared a worldwide pandemic by the World Health
Organization. COVID-19 is extremely contagious and is believed to spread mainly from person-to-person contact. As
a result, federal, state, and local governments and federal and state health agencies recommend social distancing and have, in many locations, prohibited the congregation of groups of people. Eastwood league. (known as 915 Baseball) has put in place preventative measures to reduce the spread of COVID-19; however, cannot guarantee that you will not become infected with COVID-19. Further, attending any games, tournaments, or activity with 915 Baseball Inc & Eastwood league could increase your risk of contracting COVID-19.
By signing this agreement, I acknowledge the contagious nature of COVID-19 and voluntarily assume the
risk that I may be exposed to or infected by COVID-19 while attending any games, tournaments, or activity with 915 Baseball Inc & Eastwood league and that such exposure or infection may result in personal injury, illness, permanent disability, and death. I understand that the risk of becoming exposed to or infected by COVID-19 at the games held 915 Baseball Inc & Eastwood league may result from the actions, omissions, or negligence of myself and others, including, but not limited to, 915 Baseball Inc & Eastwood league employees, volunteers, and program participants and their families.
I voluntarily agree to assume all of the foregoing risks and accept sole responsibility for any injury to myself (including, but not limited to, personal injury, disability, and death), illness, damage, loss, claim, liability, or expense, of any kind, that I may experience or incur in connection with my attendance at the games held by 915 Baseball Inc & Eastwood league or (“Claims”). On my behalf, I hereby release, covenant not to sue, discharge, and hold harmless 915
Baseball Inc & Eastwood league, its employees, agents, and representatives, of and from the Claims, including all liabilities, claims, actions, damages, costs or expenses of any kind arising out of or relating thereto. I understand and agree that this release. includes any Claims based on the actions, omissions, or negligence of 915 Baseball Inc & Eastwood league, its employees, agents, and representatives, whether a COVID-19 infection occurs before, during, or after attending any 915 Baseball Inc & Eastwood league. game, program, or activity.

PARENTAL CONSENT: I am the minor’s parent or guardian named above and I understand the nature of the Waiver of Liability above and verify and consent to the minor attending the games for 915 Baseball Inc &
Eastwood league. On the minor’s behalf, I hereby release, covenant not to sue, discharge, and hold harmless 915 Baseball Inc & Eastwood league, its employees, agents, and representatives, of and from the Claims, including all liabilities, claims, actions, damages, costs or expenses of any kind arising out of or relating thereto. On behalf of the minor, I understand and agree that this release includes any Claims based on the actions, omissions, or negligence of 915 Baseball Inc & Eastwood league, its employees, agents, and representatives, whether a COVID-19 infection occurs before, during, or after attending in any 915 Baseball Inc & Eastwood league. games, program, or activity.

Covid-19 Guidelines
· Coaches will ensure all participants, including players, coaches, and volunteers, are screened for COVID-19 before each game. Screening should consist of checking for any of the following, new or worsening signs or symptoms of possible COVID-19: Cough, shortness of breath or difficulty breathing, chills, repeated shaking with chills, muscle pain, headache, sore throat, loss of taste or smell, diarrhea, feeling feverish or a measured temperature of
100.0 degrees Fahrenheit or higher, having a positive antigen or PCR test for COVID-19 within the last 10 days or known close contact with a person who is lab confirmed to have COVID-19 within the last 10 days.
· If any player has a temperature reading of 100.0 Fahrenheit or higher, they will not be allowed to participate and will be immediately sent home. All players and coaches must maintain at least 6 ft. social distancing.
· All individuals (managers/coaches, volunteers, umpires, etc) must wear a face mask/covering (over the nose and mouth) at all times while at the park. Any person younger than 2 years of age is not required to wear a face covering.
· Sports participants must wear a face mask/covering (over the nose and mouth) whenever the individual is not able to maintain a safe physical distance from other not is the same household, Other PPE (Personal Protective Equipment) such as face shields and protective medical gloves are allowed. Face coverings should not be placed on young children under
the age of 2, anyone who has trouble breathing, or is unconscious, incapacitated, or otherwise unable to remove the mask without assistance. Players should not wear protective medical gloves on the field during gameplay.
· Teams can allow three (3) players in the dugouts at a time. All other players will spread 6 ft. out behind the dugouts and down the fence lines. Teams are allowed to spread players out; expand the dugout area when room permits, and only if player safety will not be
compromised. The expansion of the team dugouts should not be done into foul ball areas. Limit bench personnel to essential team personnel.
· Player bags and equipment should be spaced accordingly outside the dugout to prevent direct contact. Players should bring their own equipment and are not allowed to share their personal equipment Some critical equipment may not be able to be obtained by every
individual. When it is necessary to share critical or limited equipment, all surfaces of each piece of shared equipment must be cleaned first and then disinfected with an EPAapproved disinfectant against COVID-19 and allowed sufficient time to dry before used by a
new player. Increased attention should be paid to detail cleaning of all equipment directly contacting the head and face (catcher’s mask, helmets).
· All teams are directed to clean their dugouts and team bench areas during arrival and departure. Upon arriving at a dugout for the first time, teams are to disinfect hard surface
areas (benches, bat racks, etc.). This will comply with the CDC recommendation of a twostep process for cleaning and disinfecting.
· The managers meeting at home plate should be limited to one coach from each team plus the umpires—no players at the plate meeting. Meeting will be eliminated when possible.
Managers and umpire must be properly wearing face mask/covering over the nose and mouth.
· Where possible, both the pitching and the scorecard exchanges will be eliminated, in order to reduce person-to-person contact.
· In order to keep exposure to a minimum, all game times will be staggered on alternating fields and game play time will be limited to ensure social distancing.
4u to 8u - 1:00 hour
9u to 14u Baseball - 1:30 hour
· Baseballs and softballs should be rotated on a regular basis, at least every two innings, to limit individual contact. Umpires should limit their contact with the ball, and catchers
should retrieve foul balls and passed balls where possible. Balls used in infield/outfield

warm-up should be isolated from a shared ball container. Foul balls landing outside the field of play should be retrieved by participating players, coaches, and umpires. No spectators should retrieve the ball.
· Parents are encouraged to supply their players with antibacterial wipes and hand sanitizer for disinfecting shared playing equipment and cleaning hands between
innings/quarters/periods.
· Players and coaches will take measures to prevent all but the essential contact necessary to play the game. This will include refraining from handshakes, high fives, fist/elbow bumps,
chest bumps, and group celebrations before, during or after the games. Please tip your hat to the opponents after the game from your dugouts.
· No coaches will be allowed on the field to disagree or argue a call. Coaches must call the umpire to their dugout with all questions and remain 6ft away. For the safety of all, we will
not allow aggressive arguing with any umpire or UIC.
· Players and families will be asked to vacate the field as soon as it is reasonably possible after the conclusion of their game to minimize unnecessary contact with players
coaches, from the next game, ideally within 15 minutes. All team meetings must be held offsite virtually (not in the park ).
· Athletes and coaches should bring their own water bottles to all team activities to help reduce transmission risk. Individuals should take their own water bottles home each night
for cleaning and sanitation. No sharing of water bottles. Drinks should be labeled with the person’s name. There should be no use of shared or team beverages. Teams should not share any snacks or food.
· Absolutely no sunflower seeds permitted at or around any sport fields. All players and coaches are to refrain from spitting at all times, including in dugout areas and on the playing field.
· All teams and coaches must adhere to these rules for the safety of everyone involved. All coaches will be held responsible for their players and parents. Please keep home all people
who are sick or anyone exhibiting any symptoms and they should not be allowed to be at the park or at the games. If anyone on a team or a parent/guardian is found breaking these rules, your team will be asked to forfeit the game.
· If teams have individuals who test positive for the COVID-19 virus, they must report it
immediately to the Coach or League Administrators. S.A.Y.S & S.C.O.R.E. will work with state and local health authorities to decide whether the league should continue.
· Only one parent/legal guardian will be allowed per player
· Individuals should, to the extent possible, minimize in-person contact with others, not in the same individual’s household. Minimizing in-person contact includes maintaining 6 feet of
separation from individuals. All parents/legal guardians must have a face covering (over nose and mouth) at all times except when actively eating or drinking while stationary in a designated area. In addition, washing or sanitizing hands frequently, and avoiding sharing utensils or other common objects will be encouraged.
· Bleachers are off-limits and spectators are required to bring their own chairs and spread out along the fence lines at least 6ft apart.
· If you are repeatedly sneezing or coughing, or having any other symptom, you will be asked to immediately leave the premises.
· Any athlete, coach, volunteer, referee, etc., with any of the following signs or symptoms must not attend a practice or game until evaluated and cleared by a medical provider:
· Fever or chills
· Cough
· Shortness of breath or difficulty breathing
· Fatigue
· Muscle or body aches
· Headache
· New loss of taste or smell
· Sore throat

· Congestion or runny nose
· Nausea or vomiting
· Diarrhea
· Any athlete, coach, volunteer, referee, etc, shall not be allowed into practice or games if:
· Have tested positive for COVID-19 within the last 10 days
· Known direct contact with individual testing positive for COVID-19
· Awaiting COVID-19 test result
· Living in the same household with someone who have tested positive for COVID-19 within the last 10 days
Vulnerable Populations:
Parents and guardians, please be advised that there are enhanced risks of participant being in direct contact with anyone age 65 years of age or older for 14 days after participating in a sport event or practice.
Children and adults participating in sporting events or practice should minimize in-person contact with any person 65 years of age or older, especially those with pre-existing health conditions. This includes maintaining social distancing of at least 6 feet of separation from those individuals, wearing a face-covering or mask, and avoiding sharing utensils or other common objects with those individuals.
Those considered at higher risk for severe disease should consider NOT attending a game or practice to avoid the risk of infection with COVID-19 Such groups include:
· Those with a serious underlying medical condition, including heart disease, morbid obesity, diabetes, lung disease, immunocompromised, chronic kidney disease, and
chronic lung disease, etc.
· Those currently residing in a nursing home or long-term care facility.
· Those over 65.
Administration Guidance:
1. Outside Team coaches will collect all paperwork from players and will set-up a registration
appointment. Only credit card payments will be accepted or other online payment options that we have. (NO CASH). S.A.Y.S & S.C.O.R.E. will do registration process online through our Facebook page link and payment options will be available online once we receive the online registration. All parents have to sign and turn in the waiver /release agreement form for each individual player.
2. T-ball teams will be limited to only 15 players per team, Coach Pitch, and Baseball teams to 15 players per team.
3. Team Coaches and moms will be limited as follows: (Current No Spectators) Only ONE parent per player.
· T-ball- 3 coaches and 2 team moms
· Coach Pitch – 3 coaches and 2 team moms
· Baseball – 2 coaches and 1 team mom
4. Public in general must properly wear a face covering over the mouth and nose at all times.
Liability:
Waiver/release agreement forms are updated to address the risk of communicable diseases such as COVID-19 in addition to injury.
