ADULT LEAGUE RULES AND REGULATIONS

If inclement weather occurs, please call 770/822-8882 for possible game cancellations.

I.
GOVERNING BODY
A.
The governing body of this league will be Gwinnett County Parks and Recreation.

B. Final decisions concerning the operation and activities of this league will be made by Gwinnett County Parks and Recreation.

C.
The rules of ASA softball will be used except when superseded by local rules and regulations.


II.
GAME/LOCAL RULES AND REGULATIONS
A.     This is a one-pitch league.

**ALL KICKERS WILL START WITH A 3-BALL, 2-STRIKE COUNT.** Exception: If the 1st pitch is kicked foul, the kicker will receive one additional pitch.

B.
Game will consist of 7 innings with a 45-minute time limit.  Run rule:


20 after 3 innings; 15 after 4 innings; 12 after 5 innings.

C. On defense: A team can play a maximum eleven (11) players.  On  

offense:  All players in the lineup must kick in order given scorekeeper.

D.  
Teams can play with a minimum of six (6) players; co-ed game must   always have a minimum of four (4) females in the game.
E.   
A strike is a rolled ball that stays within twelve inches of either side of 

       
the plate.  When the ball crosses the strike zone, the ball may not  

       
bounce higher than twelve inches (12”).

F.       The kicker may not come in contact with the ball until it is within twelve 
inches (12”) of the front of the plate or within twelve inches (12”) of either side of the plate.

G.
Bunting is allowed.

H.       Infield fly rule will not apply.


I.
Free substitution on defense.

J.
There are no male/female restrictions in the kicking order (co-ed game).  Additional kickers can be added to the bottom of the lineup at any time during the game.  No maximum number of players in the lineup.

K.
If a female is removed from the (co-ed) game and in the judgment of the umpire this is a ploy to skip a female kicker to get to a male kicker, the female’s spot in the lineup will receive an out.  Note:  Because there are no substitutes, any player who leaves the game may not re-enter.

L.
Defensive players may not cross an imaginary line between first base and third base until the ball is kicked.  IF THIS INFRACTION OCCURS, THE KICKER CAN TAKE THE RESULT OF THE PLAY OR RECEIVE AN ADDITIONAL KICK.
M.
An out will occur any time a base runner (off a base) is touched by a live ball including a ball that hits the fence and then hits the runner, bounces off a defensive player and then hits the runner, first hits the ground and then hits the runner.

1. A thrown ball must hit the offensive player from the shoulders or

below. 

PENALTY: If a thrown ball hits an offensive player above the shoulders, the ball is dead.  All runners advance two bases from the last touched base. 

2. The above rule will not be used if the base runner is hit in the head

     
      during a sliding or falling action.

     
3.   Runners purposely using their HEAD to deflect the ball are OUT.

4.   All kicks must be made by the foot.  Any kick not made by the foot 

      will result in a foul ball.


N.
No rings, watches or other ornaments may be worn during the game.

O.
Teams will be given a ten (10) minute grace period for the first game of the evening only.  However, if a team has six (6) players available, the game will start immediately or as soon as the sixth (6th) player arrives.  After the ten (10) minute grace period, the team failing to place six (6) players on the field shall forfeit the game.  The grace period is part of the 45 minute game time.

P.
Each manager will submit a written line-up to the official scorer ten (10) minutes prior to game time.  The line-up shall contain the first and last names and jersey number of each player who intends to play.

Q.
Gwinnett County Parks and Recreation will provide all game balls.


III.
UNIFORMS

A .
Each player must wear a numbered jersey.  Jersey must have a 

permanently attached, non-duplicating number; a taped number is not

allowed; number must be visible so as to be seen by the umpire and 



scorekeeper.

IV.
CONDUCT OF PLAYERS, COACHES, SPECTATORS, ETC.

A.
Each team is responsible for the conduct of its players and spectators.

B.
Profanity, unsportsmanlike conduct, verbal or physical abuse will not be tolerated and will result in an ejection, probation or suspension.

C.
A game official or league official may request any players, spectators or managers leave the premises.  Failure to do so will result in suspension and/or forfeiture of the game.


D.
Alcoholic beverages and intoxicants are prohibited.  Disciplinary action will result in reprimand to suspension.

E.
Any player who so much as touches a game official or league official in anger or threatens to do bodily harm will be subject to disciplinary action  from suspension to expulsion from the league.

F.
The minimum penalty for any player expelled from a game because of unsportsmanlike or rowdy conduct will be suspension from the next league game in which his/her team plays, including playoff and tournament games.

1.  On a player's second offense the player is suspended for the next two (2)

     games in which his team plays.

2.  The third offense shall result in automatic expulsion from the program for

     the remainder of the season.

G.
Gwinnett County Parks and Recreation reserves the right to suspend any or all players, coaches and managers for unbecoming conduct before, during or after a game.

H. The game official may forfeit a game if any player fails to comply with any foul penalty or repeatedly commits a foul or other act which makes a travesty of the game.

V.
ELIGIBILITY

A. Players must be 18 years of age prior to September 1st of the current year


 to be eligible for Gwinnett County Parks and Recreation league play.


B.
New players may be added to the team roster prior to the seventh (7th) 

scheduled game.  New players will become eligible 24 hours after 


properly completed forms have been submitted to the league coordinator. 

C.
Each team must have a roster posted with the league coordinator.  All


players are ineligible until the roster has been turned in to the league


coordinator.



D. Players not on the team roster are not eligible to play.  Roster must 


be turned in prior to the first scheduled game of the season.



E.
A manager wishing to add or release a player must adhere to the



following procedures.


     
1.  Obtain a drop/add form from the league coordinator and fill out the form


          
     in the following manner:

a. List players full name, address and phone number along with his 

      signature of consent.



      b.  The releasing and adding managers must sign the form in the



           appropriate spaces.



      c.   Submit the completed form to the league coordinator.

d.  Added player will become eligible 24 hours after completed form has 

      been properly completed and submitted to the league coordinator.

F. Once a player's drop/add form has been properly completed and 


submitted to the league coordinator this player cannot return to his 


original team. 


VI.
PROTESTS (Any protest must be accompanied with $100 check or cash.)

A.
Protests will not be allowed on any judgment call.

B.
If a protest concerning the misinterpretation of a playing rule is made, it must be made following the designated procedure.

1.  Submit a written protest with the required protest fee of $100.00 per 

     protest to the Gwinnett County Parks and Recreation Athletic Supervisor

     within 24 hours (excluding weekends).

2. Each protest must outline the events as they transpired and must cite      specific rules, sections and sub-sections to bear out the protest.

C.
Protests on player eligibility must follow these rules.


1.   Protest must be made while player in question is in the game and before

      the last out of the game.

2.  A fee of $100.00 must accompany each protest on player eligibility.


3.  Player in question must submit proper identification to field manager 
       within 15 minutes of the conclusion of that game.

D.
When a protest is upheld, the protest fee will be returned.  If the protest is not upheld, the protest fee will be forfeited.


E.
Gwinnett County Parks and Recreation reserves the right to forfeit games when it discovers the use of ineligible players.  This may be done with or without the benefit of a protest.

VII.
STANDINGS 

A.       In case of ties (league record) winners will be determined by:


                     1.  Head-to-head competition (point spread).


          2.  Point spread against highest place team.

VIII.
PROPER IDENTIFICATION 
A.
Birth certificate, certified abstracts of birth, hospital records, notification of birth, notification of registration, certificate of registration and regulation military identification cards, government ID from US Department of Immigration and Naturalization, passports, adoption records, notarized correctional institution records or clearly processed and readable copies of such shall be considered and referred to as acceptable birth records for GRPA competition.  Also, Georgia Department of Public Safety personal ID cards issued for check cashing, etc., are acceptable if date of birth is affixed.

1. Driver's license from any state shall be acceptable birth records for participants as long as the date of birth appears on the driver's license.

2.  If a name change is involved which is different from the acceptable birth

     records, a copy of the court order granting the name change must also be

     presented.  An official written statement notarized by a notary public and

     approved by signature from a parent or guardian may be substituted if a

     copy of the court order cannot be obtained.  Such a court order copy or an

     official notarized statement shall not be considered as acceptable birth

     records but only as evidence that the acceptable birth record presented is

     the true and accurate birth certificate, certified abstract of birth, hospital 

     record, military identification or copy of such, etc.
