3. Treasurer’s Report (Monique absent, reported by Jen Kazmierczak)

· Outstanding payments – submit ASAP.
4. Registration & Rostering (Rachel Rush)
· Registration due date was July 19. If not submitted by now, Saturday's deadline cannot be met. Communities must send what they have ASAP.
· Guest/Visitor/Borrowed Players:
· Not permitted.
· All players must be rostered to the specific team.
· Dual rostering and travel player requirements must still be met, even for temporary players.
· Rosters & Player Identification:
· Teams can make roster changes until mid-season (around the 4th Saturday). Labor Day may push deadline to the 5th Saturday.
· Transitioning to rosters (with pictures) only—no separate player cards.
· Rosters on GotSport include player photos and names.
· Must choose either printed or digital, but not both in the same game.
· If changes are made, print a full updated list.
· This will be implemented as procedure, no vote needed.
· Rachel will deactivate the ID card feature in GotSport
5. Referee Issues (Clint)
· U15 Game Issue:
· A referee did not show. An 18-year-old ref stepped in, but issues arose.
· Clint prioritizes experienced refs for 11v11 games.
· Recommendation:
· For U14 & U15, if a ref is missing, only proceed if:
· Both coaches agree, and
· Coaches split officiating responsibilities (each takes a half of the game).
· Teen volunteers should not officiate these age groups.
· Able to pull a certified / compliant coach from the sidelines (who may be there as a spectator).
· No reschedule fee in such cases that games cannot be played.
· In the future, consider this stipulation for all age groups.
· Vote passed unanimously.

6. Sportsmanship
· Ref Accountability:
· Coaches should complete referee complaint forms for Clint to review.
· Coaches must hold parents accountable for sideline behavior.
· Encourage parent meetings to clearly outline expectations.
· Emphasize overcommunication and education.

7. Fall Classics Planning
· Oberlin’s Feedback:
· PTO lost money because refs took food from their fundraising tent.
· Need meal tickets for accurate referee counts.
· Requesting league funds for expenses.
· Recommendations:
· LCSL should compensate hosting community for ref food/beverages.
· Consider providing snacks/water only, not full meals.
· Each community should provide volunteers for:
· Parking
· Clean-up
· Pavilion duties
· Consider hiring a company to assist (?)
· Possibly increase community entry fees for Fall Classics.
· Use better volunteer sign-up sheets before the event.
· Alex volunteered to host Classics in Oberlin again.
· Alex to estimate amount owed to PTO.
8. Community/Team Updates
· Avon Lake interested in joining LCSL (Spring 2026).
· Feedback: they are primarily a travel program and will need to comply with all LCSL bylaws.
