THE LEAGUE WILL BE GOVERNED BY 2018 ASA RULES UNLESS STIPULATED IN THE RULES TO FOLLOW 

1. TEAMS 

A. COUNTY ROSTERS OF 12 COUNTY RESIDENTS AND DEPOSIT WILL BE DUE. MARCH 3RD, 2018.  
ROSTER CHANGES WILL BE ALLOWED UNTIL JUNE 2, 2018, AT THIS TIME A COMPLETE ROSTER MUST BE SUBMITTED. PLAYERS ARE LOCKED ON THE REVISED ROSTERS AND WILL BE 
INELIGIBLE TO PLAY ON ANY OTHER TEAM WITH OUT DIRECTOR APPROVAL. ALL PLAYERS MUST BE 
18 YEARS OLD. A PLAYER CAN ONLY PLAY IN ONE DIVISION AND CAN NOT PLAY ON A 
WEDNESDAY AND A THURSDAY TEAM. THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS ANY PLAYER THAT PLAYS ON ANOTHER TEAM WILL RECEIVE A FOUR(4) GAME SUSPENSION FOR THE FIRST OFFENSE, SECOND OFFENSE, HE WILL BE SUSPENDED FOR THE SEASON. AS WELL AS ANY GAMES PLAYED IN WILL BE FORFEITS. IF YOU CAN NOT FIELD A TEAM ANY WEEK YOU CAN ASK TO PICK UP NON ROSTER PLAYERS TO PLAY THE GAME(ANY PICK-UP HAS TO BE APPROVED PRIOR TO THE START OF THE GAME OR 
PLAYER WILL BE CONSIDERED AN ILLEGAL PLAYER AND WILL RECEIVE FOUR GAME SUSPENSION), 
BUT FORFEITS WILL STILL BE AWARDED. YOU MAY ALSO PLAY CHURCH, COED, SENIORS AND 
OTHER LEAGUES. EXCEPTIONS TO ANY RULES WILL REQUIRE WRITIEN REQUEST AND LEAGUE 
APPROVAL. 

B. TEAMS CAN START WITH EIGHT PLAYERS AND ADD AS MANY PLAYERS THEY WANT UNTIL THE 
FIRST BATTING SPOT HAS BEEN USED TWICE. NO MORE THAN TEN PLAYERS MAY PLAY DEFENSE 
AT ANY GIVEN TIME. NO PENALTY FOR NOT HAVING 10 PLAYERS. EXCEPTION: IF THERE IS NO 
AVAILABLE SUBSTITUTION FOR AN EJECTED PLAYER THE GAME WILL BE DECLARED A FORFEIT. 

c. TEAMS MAY BAT AS MANY AS THEY WANT BUT ONLY TEN MAY PLAY DEFENSE. NO EXTRA 
PLAYER CAN BE ADDED AFTER THE FIRST BATTING SPOT HAS BEEN USED TWICE. 

D. IF A PLAYER GETS HURT AND THERE ARE NO SUBSTITUTES THEN AN OUT WILL BE RECORDED 
IN HIS BATIING POSITION. SEVEN PLAYERS WILL ALWAYS BE A FORFEIT. 

2. THE GAME 

A. GAME TIMES FOR VALLEY VIEW & BEN LOMOND TIMES WILL BE 7:00 AND 8:15 PM FOR FIELDS 
WITH TWO GAMES AND 6:50,8:00 AND 9:10 FOR FIELDS WITH THREE GAMES. PWC STADIUM WILL 
BE 7:15 AND 8:30. FIELDS WITHOUT LIGHT WILL BE DETERMINED BY THE POSTED SCHEDULE. TIME 
LIMITS WILL START WHEN THE UMPIRE SAYS PLAY BALL NOT AT GAME TIM. TIME LIMITS STARTS 
AT GAME TIME AS LONG AS UMPIRE HAS CALLED FOR COACHES AND HAD PRE GAME MEETING. 

B. TIME LIMIT: THE TIME LIMIT WILL BE 65 MINUTES, FINISH THAT INNING AND PLAY ONE 
MORE. TIME LIMITS WILL START WHEN THE UMPIRE SAYS PLAY BALL NOT AT GAME TIME. 
TEAMS MAY START EARLY IF BOTH TEAMS AGREE. NO GAME WILL END IN A TIE. REMEMBER TO 
HUSTLE ON AND OFF THE FIELD SO GAMES CAN BE COMPLETED. NO INFIELD WARM UP BETWEEN 
INNINGS. THE ONLY GAMES BEING MADE UP ARE GAMES CANCELED BECAUSE OF RAIN OR GAMES 
THAT HAVE BEEN RESCHEDULED FOR OTHER SOFTBALL ACTIVITIES. PLEASE HUSTLE!!!! 

NOTE: TIME LIMIT MAY HAVE TO BE ADJUSTED IF GAMES ARE HAVING~TROUBLE COMPLETING. 


C.GRACE PERIOD: 10 MINUTES FROM THE START TIME OF THE FIRST GAME OF THE DAY ONLY. 

TEAMS MUST START GAMES WITH EIGHT PLAYERS AT GAME TIME. 

D. HOME TEAM: HOME TEAM IS THE TEAM ON THE RIGHT OF THE SCHEDULE. IF EITHER TEAM 
DOES NOT KNOW WHO HOME TEAM IS THEN THE UMPIRE WILL FLIP A COIN AND TEAMS WILL 
SWITCH IN THE SECOND GAME. HOME TEAM WILL OCCUPY THE THIRD BASE DUGOUT. 

E. DOUBLE FIRST BASE: BATTER-RUNNER MUST RUN TO THE ORANGE SIDE OF THE FIRST BASE ON 
ANY PLAY IN THE INFIELD. ANY BALL HIT TO THE OUTFIELD, RUNNER MAY TOUCH ANY PART OF THE 
BAG. 

F. PITCHING RULE: 50 TO 56 IS THE RULE. YOU MUST PAUSE BEFORE YOU RELEASE THE BALL 
AND HAVE ONE FOOT IN BETWEEN THE IMAGINARY LINE FROM 50 TO 56 FEET AND 24 INCHES WIDE. 
BASES WILL BE AT 70 FEET. A STRIKE MAT WILL BE USED. 

G. STEALING: THERE WILL BE NO STEALING IN ALL DIVISION OF PLAY. 

H. COURTESY RUNNERS: THERE WILL BE TWO COURTESY RUNNER PER INNING ALLOWED. ANY ONE ON THE TEAM ROSTER CAN BE USED AS THE COURTESY RUNNER. IF THE COURTESY RUNNER'S POSITION COMES UP TO BAT AND HE IS STILL ON BASES THEN THERE WILL BE AN OUT FOR THE BASE RUNNER AND HE WILL 
COME TO BAT IN HIS REGULAR BATTING POSITION. 
3. PLAYING THE GAME 

A. THREE BALLS, TWO STRIKES AND A GRACE FOUL IF THE SECOND STRIKE IS A FOUL BALL. 

B. HOME RUN RULE 

DIVISIONS 1 & 2- 5 HRS/1 UP AND OUTS
DIVISIONS 3&4- 3 HRS/ 1 UP AND OUTS
DIVISION 5 - 2 HRS/ 1 UP AND OUTS 
HCCA- 3 HRS/ 1 UP AND OUTS


THE ONE UP RULE WILL BE APPLIED TO UNASSISTED OVER THE FENCE HOMERUNS. (THE HOME TEAM 
MAY NOT GO ONE UP IN THE 7th INNING OR ANY EXTRA INNINGS OF THE GAME). IF TWO DIFFERENT 
DIVISIONS ARE PLAYING THE HIGHER DIVISIONS HOME RUN RULE WILL BE IN EFFECT. 

THE HIGHER DIVISION HOME RUN RULE WILL BE IN EFFECT FOR ALL MIXED DIVISION GAMES. 

c. RUN AHEAD RULE: TEN AFTER THE LOSING TEAM HAS BATTED FIVE TIMES. TWENTY RUN RULE 
AFTER THE FOUR INNINGS IF TEAM BEHIND HAS BATTED 4 TIMES. THE FLIP FLOP RULE WE BEEN IN 
AFFECT. 

4. EQUIPMENT AND UNIFORMS 

A. BATS: ALL 1.2 bpt BATS APPROVED BY ASA. NSA. USSSA. IF THE UMPIRE OR LEAGUE 
OFFICIAL CANNOT NOT VERIFY THAT THE BAT IS APPROVED THAT BAT WILL NOT BE ALLOWED. 

B. BALLS: MUST USE 52 CORE 300 COMPRESSION OR LESS ASA APPROVED BALLS. TEAMS WILL 
FURNISH AND HIT THEIR OWN BALLS. IT'S THE PITCHER'S RESPONSIBILITY TO VERIFY THAT IT IS 
A LEGAL SOFTBALL. 

C. UNIFORMS: ALL PLAYERS MUST WEAR A TEAM SHIRT WITH A NUMBER. IT MUST BE YOUR TEAM 
UNIFORM SHIRT. MANAGERS IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT YOU ALWAYS HAVE TWO OR THREE EXTRA 
SHIRTS WITH NUMBERS ON THEM WITH YOU. YOU ALL KNOW HOW PLAYERS ARE. HATS ARE NOT 
REQUIRED. NO BANDANAS WILL BE ALLOWED IN LEAGUE GAMES. ENFORCEMENT DATES WILL BE 
THE WEEK OF MAY 16TH OF 2016. 

D. METAL CLEATS ARE NOT ALLOWED
5. BLOOD RULE: PLEASE REFER TO THE ASA RULE BOOK 

6. FORFEITS AND MAKE-UP'S 
A. MAKE UP GAMES: ALL GAMES WILL BE MADE UP IN THE GAME SLOTS THAT ARE AVAILABLE ON 
THE SCHEDULE. THESE GAMES WILL ADDED TO THE END OF THE ALREADY PUBLISHED SCHEDULE. 
SOME TEAMS MAY HAVE TO PLAY TRIPLE HEADERS (3 GAMES IN ONE NIGHT). WE WILL MAKE UP 
GAMES ON ANY NIGHT AVAILABLE WHEN ALL SLOTS ARE OPEN; THEY WILL NOT ALWAYS BE MADE 
UP ON YOUR REGULARLY SCHEDULED NIGHT. PLEASE DO NOT TRY TO DELAY A MAKE UP GAME.

B. FORFEITS: ANY TEAM FORFEITING 4 GAMES WILL BE SUSPENDED FROM THE LEAGUE. A $35 
FORFEIT FEE WILL BE CHARGED FOR EACH GAME FORFEITED WITHOUT 24 HOUR NOTICE. 

7. RAIN OUTS AND CANCELLATIONS: 

CANCELLATION NUMBER TO CALL IS 703-792-3294 (VALLEY VIEW) AND 703-792-3281 (BEN LOMOND 
8: FAIRMONT PARK) - AFTER 3:00 PM. THE PRINCE WILLIAM COUNTY PARK AUTHORITY STAFF AT 
VALLEY VIEW, BEN LOMOND, PWC STADIUM AND FAIRMONT PARK MAKE ALL THE DECISIONS. 
LEAGUE OFFICIALS AND UMPIRES CAN NOT OPEN THE FIELDS AFTER THEY HAVE BEEN CLOSED. 

ZERO TOLERANCE: PLAYERS USING FOUL, ABUSIVE, OR CURSE WORDS MAY BE EJECTED FROM THE GAME 
IMMEDIATELY. 

ANY PLAYERS CONSTANTLY ARGUING BALLS AND STRIKE WILL BE EJECTED FROM GAME AND 
REQUIRE TO SIT OUT THE NEXT GAME AS WELL. IF IT CONTINUES HE WILL BE BANNED FOR THE 
REMAINDER OF THE SEASON. AS WELL AS ANY PLAYER CONTINUING TO QUESTION UMPIRES CALLS. 
MANAGERS IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO INFORM ALL PLAYERS THAT YOU ARE THE ONLY ONE 
ALLOWED TO TALK WITH UMPIRES AND DISCUSS CALLS. 

8. SUSPENSIONS 

A. ANY PLAYER EJECTED FROM A GAME MUST LEAVE THE FIELD AREA TO INCLUDE PLAYING FIELD, 
DUGOUT, BLEACHERS AND BACKSTOP AREA BEFORE THE GAME MAY RESUME. IT IS THE MANAGERS 
RESPONSIBILITY TO INSURE PLAYER VACATES AREA AND REMAINS AWAY OR COULD RESULT IN 
FORFIET ALSO, THAT PLAYER MUST SIT OUT THE NEXT GAME. PLAYERS ABUSING UMPIRES AND OR 
LEAGUE OFFICIALS BEFORE, DURING, OR AFTER THE GAME ARE ALSO SUBJECT TO EJECTION OR 
OTHER DISCIPLINARY ACTION. 

B. ANY PLAYER EJECTED FROM A GAME MUST LEAVE THE FIELD AREA TO INCLUDE PLAYING FIELD, DUGOUT, BLEACHERS AND BACKSTOP AREA BEFORE THE GAME MAY RESUME. IT IS THE MANAGERS RESPONSIBILITY TO INSURE PLAYER VACATES AREA AND REMAINS AWAY OR COULD RESULT IN FORFIET ALSO, THAT PLAYER MUST SIT OUT THE NEXT GAME. SECOND EJECTION WILL RESULT IN SITTING OUT THE NEXT THREE GAMES. THIRD EJECTION WILL RESULT IN BEING EJECTED FROM THE LEAGUE FOR THE REMAINDER OF THE SEASON. 


C. PLAYERS ABUSING UMPIRES AND OR LEAGUE OFFICIALS BEFORE, DURING, OR AFTER THE GAME WILL BE SUSPENDED IMMEDIATELY FOR ONE WHOLE CALENDER YEAR.  PLAYERS MAY PETITION THE PWCASL BOARD OF DIRECTORS FOR REINSTATEMENT AFTER THE YEAR IS OVER.  
D. ANY PLAYER EJECTED FOR ANY REASON MAY BE SUBJECT TO ADDITIONAL DISCIPLINARY ACTION 
UP TO AND INCLUDING A HEARING BEFORE THE PRINCE WILLIAM ADULT SOFTBALL COUNCIL. 

E. UMPIRES ARE INSTRUCTED TO NOTIFY THE UMPIRE COMMISSIONER AND LEAGUE OFFICIALS 
IMMEDIATELY. 

F. ALL MANAGERS MUST ENFORCE THE LEAGUE SUSPENSION RULES. FAILURE TO DO SO WILL 
RESULT IN FORFEIT OF THE GAME THE SUSPENDED PLAYER PLAYED IN. 


G. PWCASL HOLDS THE RIGHT TO HONOR OTHER LEAGUE SUSPENSIONS.

IMMEDIATE SUSPENSIONS: THE FOLLOWING WILL RESULT IN AN IMMEDIATE SUSPENSION FROM THE 
LEAGUE PENDING BOARD REVIEW FOR REINSTATEMENT 

A. ANY CONTACT BETWEEN PLAYERS AND TEAM PERSONNEL (FIGHTING, ETC.) 

B.  ANY BALL PLAYER OR MANAGER WHO ABUSES (PHYSICAL OR VERBAL) ANY UMPIRE OR 
LEAGUE OFFICIAL BEFORE, DURING OR AFTER THE GAME. 

C. ANY BALL PLAYER OR MANAGER WHO FOLLOWS UMPIRE OR LEAGUE OFFICER TO THE 
PARKING LOT, OR TO HER/HIS CAR, HARASSES, ABUSES OR THREATENS HER/HIM. 

D. ANY PLAYER OR MANAGER WHO HITS, PUSHES, SPITS ON, OR STRIKES AN UMPIRE OR LEAGUE 
OFFICIAL WILL BE SUSPENDED FOR A PERIOD OF FIVE YEARS 

E. ALL PLAYERS AND MANAGERS MUST STAY AWAY FROM UMPIRES AFTER THE GAMES ARE OVER. 

F. ANY PLAYER SUSPENDED MUST APPLY FOR REINSTATEMENT IN WRITING TO REQUEST A 
REINSTATEMENT HEARING. PLAYER MUST PRESENT A SWORN AND NOTARIZED STATEMENT 
DETAILING THE FACTS OF THE OCCURRENCE AND REASON WHY HE SHOULD BE REINSTATED. A LIST 
OF WITNESSES MUST BE INCLUDED. THE BOD MAY SCHEDULE A HEARING AND TAKE 
PLAYERS TESTIMONY TO ADDRESS THE PLAYERS APPEAL.  A HEARING WILL NOT BE SCHEDULED 
UNTIL AFTER THE INCIDENT CAN BE INVESTIGATED. A HEARING COULD TAKE 30 TO 60 DAYS TO BE 
SCHEDULED. PARTICIPANTS IN THE APPEAL WILL BE GIVEN 14 DAYS NOTICE OF THE TIME AND 
PLACE OF THE HEARING. 

9. TEAM RESPONSIBILITIES 

A. TEAMS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO WARM UP IN PARK AREA\NEAR THE CONCESSION STAND, NEAR THE 
WALKWAYS AND BLEACHERS. ONCE THE GAME HAS BEGUN THERE IS NO INFIELD WARM UP. 

B. TEAM MUST CLEAN UP THE DUG OUTS AND THEIR TEAM AREAS. DO NOT LEAVE TRASH IN DUG 
OUTS. PLEASE PUT IT IN THE TRASH CANS LOCATED INSIDE THE DUG OUT. THIS ALSO COVERS THE 
PARKING LOT. 

D. ABSOLUTELY NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ON PRINCE WILLIAM COUNTY PARK AUTHORITY 
PROPERTY. DO NOT GET CAUGHT AND DO NOT LEAVE EVIDENCE IN THE PARKING LOT. THEY ARE ALSO CHECKING THE TRASH CANS LOCATED IN THE PARKING LOT AND DOWN AT THE FIELDS, THEY WILL NARROW IT DOWN TO WHO IS DOING IT. THEY WILL ALSO BE CONDUCTING UNDERCOVER STINGS RANDOMLY. I DO NOT WANT TO BE THE ONE TO TELL YOU THAT YOUR TEAM HAS BEEN SUSPENDED FROM THE LEAGUE FOR DRINKING ALCOHOL. IF CAUGHT YOU WILL RECEIVE A ONE YEAR NO TRESPASSING WARRANT FOR ALL PWC PARKS. PLEASE ACT LIKE THE GENTLEMAN WE KNOW YOU ARE AND RESPECT THE PARK AUTHORITY PROPERTY. 

MANAGERS: PLEASE SEE THAT YOUR PLAYERS RECEIVE A COPY OF THE RULES AND GO OVER THEM
