KICKBALL RULES

1. The home team will keep score. 
2. The visiting team kicks first while the home team starts out in the field.
3. The infield contains the positions that involve the bases, while the outfield is mainly designated to catch or retrieve the ball when it is kicked out of the infield.  All fielding positions should be utilized (1B, 2B, 3B, SS, Catcher, LF, CF, and RF). Actual playing positions vary depending on the number of kids that are actually playing. Please use your discretion based on the number of players you have at the game.  If there only a few children playing, the positions are usually spread out, but if there are a good number of players, kids will position themselves wherever there is space. Fielders should not be standing on top of the bases but in the spaces between each base such as a fielder would in baseball game. (They cannot obstruct the baserunners path). 
4. 4-6 Division:
a. Coaches will pitch for their own team, while the other team fields.
b. Coaches need to be by first base and third base instructing their players when to run when their team is kicking. 
5. Innings:
a. 4-6 division: 4 innings
b. +8 divisions: 6 innings
6. Game time is 45 minutes. 
· A new inning will not start after 44 minutes.
· Team listed first is home team and will take the outfield first.
· Games only ends at the bottom of inning.
· Once you get 3 outs the teams switch sides.
· There is a maximum of 8 runs per inning. 
7. Mercy Rules
a. 4-6 division: A game is called if a team is up by 17 runs after the 2nd complete inning or if up by 9 runs after the 3rd complete inning. 
b. +8 divisions: A game is called if a team is up by 25 runs after the 3rd complete inning or if up by 17 runs after the 4th complete inning. 
8. Bases:
a. 4-6 yo division: Bases will be set at 50ft.  
b. +8 yo division: Bases will be set at 60 ft.
9. There will be a circle around the pitcher’s mound.  Player must not step outside the circle until the ball has been kicked.   
10. A 3ft arch will be in front of home plate.  Ball must be kicked outside of the arch to be considered playable. 
11. Bunting is allowed
12. 2 Coaches MAXIMUM allowed on the field at all times (Pitcher and Outfield) – coaches are the ultimate authority for their team on the field.
13. All players in the infield must play positions and they cannot be in front of the pitcher.
14. There will be three strikes and then you are out. (IF the player misses the ball 3 times or foul balls included.  Foul ball on the 4th kick is considered an out).
15. Any team playing a NON-REGISTERED or IMPROPERLY REGISTERED player (s) will forfeit their game.

Games play as follows:

The ball is rolled towards home plate and the player which is up (kicking), tries to kick the ball.  The batter should never pick up the ball. Only the catcher should be throwing the pitch to the pitcher. The fielder can catch the ball and tag the runner, or step on the base, or throw the ball at the runner to make the out.  The ball should not be thrown at the runner’s head or face.  If the ball is thrown at the runner going to first base, the runner may advance only one additional base (advance to second base). No leading off the base.  A kicked ball that is caught in the air is an out. A player may advance on a pop up if he tags up after the ball is caught. A player is also out if the ball is thrown at them, and hits them while they are not touching a base.  Also similar to baseball, if the ball is thrown to the first base man, and it is caught by the first baseman while he/she/it is touching first base, the player running to first base is out.  This is known as a “forced out” in that the runner was forced to run to that base.  A “forced out” can occur on any base that a runner is forced to run to.

Once a team gets 3 outs, the teams switch sides.  A score occurs when a runner crosses home plate. 

Rules follow basic baseball rules.
