Player Rules will be in accordance with the Senior Softball Rules of SSUSA and applicable Shawnee County Parks and Recs Softball Rules, Except as modified by the following written rules as voted on by the managers of the Senior Men’s Monday 60+ league.

A complete list of roster players on each team must be provided by each manager to the League Player Pool Coordinator the second game of the season. Teams will draw according to their reverse placement at the end of the prior season’s final standings. For example, the last place team will have the opportunity to draw first. The first place team will draw last. Teams do not have to select a player select a player if the currently have sufficient active players on their roster. They can elect to pass when it is their turn. Any player the comes into the league after the draft will be assign be assigned by the teams manager in a meeting to be held no later then the next night the league plays. This meeting will be called by the league coordinator.

Teams with only 11 players or less on their roster will select a player. Teams with 14 or more active players will not have to make a selection. Teams 12 or 13 players may be encouraged to pass to allow teams with fewer players to select. The goal is to supply each team with the approximately the same number of players.

Since we are a recreational league all players in the player pool must be assigned to a team. Players not selected in the April draw will be assigned to a team by the player pool coordinator.

Team managers may have to furnish the Shawnee County Athletic Office with a full list of your players. Each player may be required to complete an information and/or wavier form for the County.

Age requirement: A player must attain the age of 60 sometime during the calendar year in which they wish to begin playing in the 60+ league. League managers have voted to allow players 58 and 59 to play during the 2021 season.

A Pitching Screen will be utilized by all teams and by all pitchers. If in the opinion of the umpire, a pitcher is not using the pitching screen in the proper manner a warning will be issued to that pitcher and to their manager. If in the opinion of the umpire, that pitcher continues to not use the pitching screen in the proper manner, the umpire may remove that pitcher from pitching position for the remainder of the game.

Any bat designated a “softball” bat will be allowed in the Monday night 60+ League> This includes all wood, mental and composite bats. Wooden bats withs with cracked handles or any bat that has been altered will not be allowed as they are safety hazard.

The official softball will be voted on by the managers at the beginning of the season. All teams will use the same softball and the home team will furnish a new ball while the visiting team will furnish a used, but clean looking ball as a backup game ball. For the 2021 season the league will use a Baden Fire or a Trump Stote yellow 12” ball core 44/375.

Protective equipment, such as a face mask, with or without a throat protector, may be worn by any player. Any exposed protective equipment must be non-reflective material.

Batting: Because we are a recreational league all teams will bat all players on their roster. All players in attendance at the game will be placed on the batting list and will bat unless they are injured or ill. If a player must leave the game because of an injury or an emergency situation no automatic out will occur. A minimum of seven (7) roster players is required to start and continue a game. All roster players, who physically cannot play may sit in the dugout while a substitute player plays in their place is all other substitute conditions are met. Such injured roster players will be allowed to coach the bases.

The pitcher’s box shall be the width of the pitcher’s rubber, 17 inches, extending back from the pitcher’s rubber six (6) feet towards second base. The pitcher may deliver a pitch from anywhere inside that box. All pitches must begin with both pitcher’s feet located inside the box. Umpire’s judgment will prevail on any illegal pitch.

A scoring plate shall be placed eight (8) feet from the back tip of the regular batting home plate on an extended line from 1ST base. A lime or other white substance line shall be drawn from third (3RD) base to that scoring plate. If the defensive player attempts to tag a runner out at the plate that runner is safe.

A commitment line three (3) feet wide shall be marked twenty (20) feet from home plate, perpendicular to the foul line between third and home plate. Once a runner’s foot touched the ground on or pass this line, the runner may not re-cross that in the direction of third base. The runner must continue towards the scoring plate. Violations will result in the runner being called out.

A Strike Zone mat shall be used and will be made of rubber or similar material. The mat will measure nineteen (19) inches wide and thirty two and one half (32 1/2) inches long. A legal pitch not swung at that strikes any part of the strike mat or home plate shall be called a strike by the umpire. The batter’s box will be extended an additional six (6) inches in front of home plate.

HOME RUNS: there will be a 2 up rule on home runs. A team may hit 2 home runs and cannot hit anymore until the other team hits 2 home runs. Any home runs hit after a team is 2 up will be counted as a walk. 

 A Courtesy Runner may be any roster player in that game’s lineup. Pickup or substitute players not on the team’s active roster cannot be a courtesy runner. Any roster player can be a courtesy runner once per inning. There will be only one courtesy runner per inning per team. There can be 2 courtesy runners in an open inning. A courtesy runner on base when it is their turn to bat will be declared out. If that out is the third out of the inning, then that runner will be allowed to lead off the next inning. Any curtesy runner found to be running more than once in a inning will be called out. A team may not substitute another courtesy runner for a courtesy runner already on base unless that runner is injured to the extent they must be removed from the game. There shall be no courtesy runner from home plate.

RUN RULE PER INNING: Teams are allowed five (5) runs per inning or three (3) outs per inning, whichever occurs first, for the first five (5) innings. The sixth (6) inning on the teams will be allowed unlimited runs per inning or three outs. All games will be six innings. If the visiting team is ten (10) runs are more ahead after five (5) innings there will be a flip flop in the unlimited inning. If there is a tie after the unlimited inning the Tie Breaker rule will be used. Starting in the extra inning the offensive team will begin the inning with the last player to bat the previous inning being placed at second base. No substitute runner are allowed until that runner reaches third base.

GAME LENGTH: All games shall be SIX (6) innings and with the six (6) inning on being unlimited. 

There is no “RUN BY THE BAG RULE” in the 60+ League. Runners will be allowed to slide. Runners are encouraged to slide at second and third base to avoid collisions. Runners going from first base to second base have the responsibility to veer away from the defensive player to avoid a collision. Umpires have the authority to call a runner out if in their opinion that the runner did not attempt to avoid a collision.

Outfielders must stay beyond the 175 foot co-ed line until the ball is hit. If an outfielder moves in front of the line prior to the ball being hit, then the umpire witnessing the rule violation will allow the batter the option of letting the play stand or returning to bat at the same count as when the infraction occurred.

All infielders must play on the infield dirt.

Teams may have as many as twenty (20) players on their roster. All roster players will be listed on the line-up sheet and bat consecutively. Only players that are designated as injured and are physically unable to play will be allowed to be in the dugout and not bat. When necessary to add permanent players to a team’s player roster, all such additional team players will come from the Player Pool administered by the Player Pool Coordinator.

Substitute Players: If at game time a team is short of players the following formula will apply.

A team may pick up no more than three (3) players for a game making the total number of players for that game to be no more than ten (10) players.

All substitute players must play Pitcher, Catcher, Right Field or First Base and bat last in the batting order. The same players cannot be picked up by the same team as a substitute player in consecutive weeks or in consecutive games except doubleheaders.

Each manager will designate three (3) players from their team to be “Classified Substitute” players. If any of these players are absent when their team is short of players, then the manager may select a “Classified Substitute player from another team. That is the only situation in which a “Classified Substitute” player may be selected.

Release; if a player desires to receive a “Release” from the team they are currently on, they must request such a release from their current manager. That manager must then notify the League Coordinator and the Player Pool Coordinator to remove that player from the team’s roster. To avoid players attempting to “Pick” their next team, that player must wait until the next season to be placed in the player pool for selection by another team. Trading players is not allowed.

Reserve Player Pool. If a team loses a player, the manager may contact the Player Pool Coordinator to request the next player on the Player Pool List. Picking or choosing your own player is not allowed. Managers will be given 48 hours after being contacted by the Player Pool Coordinator to make a decision on whether to select the next player on the list or to choose to pass.

If during the course of the season, a manager is contacted by the Player Pool Coordinator to select the next player on the list and that manager has just utilized substitute players the prior 2 weeks, then that manager must accept the player being offered.

Complaint Procedure: Any and all complaints are to be presented to the player’s manager first. That manager will then the complaint to the League Coordinator. This can be done verbally are in writing. The League Coordinator will render a decision to that team manager within 48 hours. Players through their manager can appeal that decision to the league managers. Such a decision will most likely take over a week.

Protest: All protests will be handled by the Shawnee County Parks Athletic Department in accordance with their established protest process and procedures. 

Pitches: The legal pitching height is a minimum of six (6) feet and a maximum of twelve (12) feet. Batters will begin with a count of one ball and one strike. Batters will be allowed a courtesy foul ball. A batted striking the pitching screen is a dead ball with no change in the batter’s count.

Eleventh Player: Teams may play eleven players on defense in the field. The eleventh player may in the outfield or in the infield. The eleventh player must positioned as an outfielder or infielder before the pitcher releases the ball.

All roster players will play in the field at some point in the game unless injured. It is expected that all managers will rotate their players so every player will play about the same amount of time.

If a player misses two (2) straight years they must go back into the draft.

If a player misses a year the coach has the option to place him back into the draft.

Code of Conduct
1. A sense of camaraderie and sportsmanship will prevail. Use of foul, abusive or vulgar language will not be tolerated and could result in ejection.

2. A player who intentionally injures or attempts to injure an opposing player will be ejected and subject to suspension from the league.

3. A player are manager who is ejected must leave the field and dugout and must serve o one game suspension. Meaning they are not eligible to play or manage in their team’s next game. In addition the managers can levy a more serious penalty for a single act or multiple occurrences.

CONSISTENCY AND CONTINUITY: It is the primary rule of this league that no established rule be changed during the course of the season. If any manage believes that a change is necessary because of an emergency situation, then any such proposed change will take a unanimous vote of all Managers.

LEAGUE OBJECTIVE: The general objective of the Senior Men’s 60+ League, is to promote, develop and conduct recreational softball. Our overall objective is to have fun, engage in fair play, practice good sportsmanship, provide cooperation and friendly rivalry. To accomplish such objectives, every player must support and participate in these efforts.
