Player Code of Conduct

The goal of the City of Turlock’s Recreation Services Division is to provide and promote recreational softball programs for persons interested in fair play, sportsmanship, and good conduct within this sport.  Objectives such as developing rules for the good of the programs, and providing additional alternative softball programs are part of the goal of the City of Turlock.

The Player Code of Conduct will be in effect before, during, and after all City of Turlock games and tournaments.

“Players” are referred to as players, managers, coaches, sponsors, and spectators.  “Officials” are referred to as umpires, scorekeepers, field maintenance personnel, and league director.

Section 1:
NO PLAYER SHALL:  Refuse to abide by an official’s decision(s); be guilty of overt demonstration of dissent at an official’s decisions by throwing, gloves, bats, balls, or any other forceful action; dispute with an official or publicly discuss with teammates or spectators the decision reached by an official in a derogatory or abusive manner; be guilty of an abusive verbal attack upon any player, official or spectator or use profane, obscene, or vulgar language; partake in smoking coming on or off the field of play.

MINIMUM PENALTY:  1st offense:  each team will receive a warning, unless flagrant; flagrant or repeated offense will result in ejection from the game and report filed with league director.

MAXIMUM PENALTY:  Increased suspension of games or to a maximum penalty of expulsion from the City of Turlock Recreation Services Softball program for life.

Section 2:
NO PLAYER SHALL:  Be guilty of using unnecessary rough tactics in the play of the game against the body and person of an opposing player.

MINIMUM PENALTY:  Ejection from the game; automatic suspension from the following game.  

MAXIMUM PENALTY:  Expulsion from the City of Turlock, Recreation Services softball program for life.

Section 3:
NO PLAYER SHALL:  Be guilty of physical attack as an aggressor upon a player, official; be guilty of being a willing participant in a fight; be guilty of threatening an official or player with a physical attack.

MINIMUM PENALTY:  Ejection from the game; automatic suspension from the following game with a mandatory Softball Committee review of the incident; Committee review may result in a more severe penalty.

MAXIMUM PENALTY:  Expulsion from the City of Turlock, Recreation Services program for life and/or assault charges filed.

Section 4:
NO PLAYER SHALL:  Appear upon the field of play at any time in an intoxicated condition or be allowed to consume alcoholic beverages while participating in a game; be guilty of gambling upon any play or outcome of games with any player.  The presence and/or the consumption of any and all alcoholic beverages shall be prohibited at all City of Turlock existing or future parks; City of Turlock Ordinance No. 789-CS, Alcoholic Beverage Are Prohibited Anywhere at Pedretti Park Sports Complex and the Turlock Regional Sports Complex; The Presence and Consumption of Alcoholic Beverages at Wakefield School is Prohibited by State Law.

MINIMUM PENALTY:  Ejection from the game; automatic suspension from the following game.

MAXIMUM PENALTY:  Expulsion from the City of Turlock, Recreation Services program for life.

Section 5:
NO MANAGER SHALL:  Allow a suspended player to participate in a game during the player’s time of suspension in any manner such as a player, coach, scorekeeper, etc.; allow a non rostered player to actively participate in a game.

MINIMUM PENALTY:  Any game a suspended or non rostered player participates in will be forfeited and player will be suspended the next game.  Managers that allow such players may be suspended from the following game.

MAXIMUM PENALTY:  Expulsion from the City of Turlock, Recreation Services program for life.

Section 6:
Multiple and/or flagrant violations of the Player Code of Conduct by a team may result in a team suspension; team suspension will be handled by the League Director. 

MINIMUM PENALTY:  The team will be suspended for one (1) game with the game being forfeited.

MAXIMUM PENALTY:  All players on the team are subject to expulsion for life from the City of Turlock, Recreation Services program.

Section 7: 
Flagrant violations or repeated violations of the Players Code of Conduct will result in an extended suspension and probation or expulsion from the City of Turlock, Recreation Services program for life.

Section 8:
Any player ejected from a game must leave the facility immediately; the player must remove himself/herself out of sight and sound of the game officials; failure to do so will result in a minimum of two (2) game suspension.

Section 9:
Minimum penalties may not be appealed to the League Director.  All violations of the Code of Conduct can result in a penalty that exceeds the minimum.  Players who receive penalties that exceed the minimum will be notified of the extent of their penalty in writing within 10 days of the League Director’s decision.  Penalties that exceed the minimum may be appealed in writhing within three (3) working days of the player’s notification to the League Director.  Players who appeal will receive notification writing as to the final decision.

Section 10:
In case of an incident that arises that is not covered by the Players Code of Conduct, the League Director will determine what action, if necessary, is to be taken.

Section 11:
NO PERSON SHALL:  Cause careless or willful damage to buildings or any defacement or destruction to any fixtures within any facilities; enter any rooms or buildings other than those persons designated to do so; or leave any children unattended or without supervision at any time.

Section 12:
NO PERSON SHALL:  willingly or non-willingly play as a non-rostered , or ineligible, player in the recreational softball leagues.

MINIMUM PENALTY:  Team automatically forfeits game and player is suspended from the next game.

Section 13:
NO PERSON SHALL:  use unauthorized bats according to league rules.

MINIMUM PENALTY:  Three game suspension, no appeal to this suspension.
