· I will learn the strengths and weaknesses of my athletes so that I might place them in situations where they have maximum opportunity to achieve success. 
· I will make sure each player receives adequate playing time by playing at least ½ of each game.
· I will do my best to organize practices that are fun and challenging, so all athletes have an opportunity to improve.
· I will communicate to my athletes and their parents the rights and responsibilities of individuals on our team.
· I will lead by example in demonstrating fair play and sportsmanship to all my players.
· I will provide a sports environment for my team that is free of drugs, tobacco, and alcohol, and I will refrain from their use at all youth sports events.
· I will be knowledgeable in the rules of each sport that I coach, and I will teach these rules to my players.
· I will not tolerate any form of abuse of children, be it physical, verbal, emotional, ethical or sexual and will immediately report any such abuse to the proper authorities.
· I will remember that I am a youth sports coach, and that the game is for children and not adults.
